Students’ STAAR test results will indicate if stu-
dents “Approach”, “Meet” or “Master” their tests. 
Simply put, students that score at the 
“Approaches” level demonstrate that they are 
“approaching” the grade level in which they are 
enrolled. Students that score “Meets” level demon-
strate that they have met the standards for their 
corresponding grade level. Students that score 
“Masters” level are at the highest levels of mastery 
of content for their grade level. 
                It might appear to be a complicated meth-
od for accountability, but we are working our hard-
est to understand this new formula so we can best 
prepare our students. As always, our goal is mas-
tery for all students.
